RESOLUTION NO. 862
A RESOLUTION OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR THE CITY OF COLTON APPROVING A PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT AND JOINT ESCROW INSTRUCTIONS BETWEEN THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR CITY OF COLTON AND RETAIL DEVELOPMENT GROUP.
WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Agency for the City of Colton, a public body, corporate and politic ("Agency"), is engaged in activities to stimulate redevelopment in the West Valley Redevelopment Project; and

WHEREAS, Retail Development Group, a California limited liability company ("Seller"), is the owner of that certain real property ("Property") consisting of approximately 10.4 acres of land located at the southeast corner of "C" Street and Meridian Avenue in Colton, California; and 

WHEREAS, Seller and the Agency desire to enter into a Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions ("Agreement") (a copy of which is on file with the Agency Assistant Secretary) whereby Seller agrees to sell the Property to the Agency on the terms and conditions set forth in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, purchase of the property is exempt from the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA pursuant to Sections 15313 (Acquisition of Lands for Wildlife Conservation Purposes) and 15325 (Transfer of Ownership in Land to Preserve Natural Conditions) of CEQA Guidelines and the City’s Policies for implementing CEQA. Purchase of the property will be used as habitat for the Delhi Sands Flower Loving Fly – Federally listed endangered species; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement will directly benefit the Agency’s West Valley Redevelopment Project and the City by eliminating certain impediments to development arising from conservation of habitat for the Delhi Sands Flower Loving Fly and is in the best interests of the City of Colton.

BE IT NOW THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR THE CITY OF COLTON AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.
Approval.  The Agency approves the Agreement and authorizes the Agency Executive Director to execute the Agreement on behalf of the Agency, together with such non-substantive changes and amendments as may be approved by the Agency Executive Director and Agency General Counsel.

SECTION 2.
Further Acts.  The Agency Executive Director is hereby authorized and directed to take any action and execute any and all necessary documents to implement the Agreement.

SECTION 3.
Notice of Exemption.  The Agency Assistant Secretary is authorized and directed to file a Notice of Exemption under CEQA regarding approval of the Agreement with the appropriate official of the County of San Bernardino.
SECTION 4.
Effective Date.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
