GIFT DISCLOSURES:

Prior to rendering a decision in any proceeding involving a license, permit, contract or other entitlement pending before the city council, any council member who has received been promised a gift or gifts aggregating $50.00 or more in value within the preceding twelve months from a party or participant in the proceeding shall disclose that fact either orally or in writing during open session.  This disclosure shall be made part of the official public record of the proceeding, either as part of the minutes of the meeting or as a separate writing filed with the city. (CMC Section 2.04.030)

AB 1234 ORAL REPORTS:

Members of the city council shall provide brief reports on meetings attended at the expense of the city. (GC Section 53232.3(d))

The City Council encourages public input on all City issues within the Rules of Decorum.  Speakers will be limited to the time periods provided on the Agenda; provided, however, that the presiding officer shall have certain discretion to extend or limit time as provided for in the City Council Manual of Procedure.
RULES OF DECORUM

To help conduct the business of the City Council in an orderly fashion, the City Council has adopted rules pertaining to decorum and order, as provided for in the City Council Manual of Procedure.  The City Council will strictly enforce these rules in order to allow full expression of ideas and opinions by councilmembers, staff and the public.  Generally, the City 's rules of decorum prohibit comments or actions which willfully disrupt the meeting.  The City Council asks that all persons - including councilmembers, staff and the public - act and speak respectfully.
