RULES OF DECORUM

To help conduct the business of the City Council in an orderly fashion, the City Council has adopted rules pertaining to decorum and order, as provided for in the City Council Manual of Procedure.  The City Council will strictly enforce these rules in order to allow full expression of ideas and opinions by councilmembers, staff and the public.  Generally, the City 's rules of decorum prohibit comments or actions which willfully disrupt the meeting.
